GROVE CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
TUESDAY, MARCH 6, 2012
6:00 PM

The Grove City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, March 6, 2012 at 6:00 PM with Mayor Marty Follis presiding. Members present were Ed Trumbull, Ileta Bray, Marty Dyer and Berwin Kock. Also present was City Manager, Bruce Johnson; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; Assistant City Manager, Debbie Bottoroff; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred; Public Works Director, Jack Bower and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Mr. Ron Lay addressed the Council to report on the actual fact documents he has previously supplied to the City Council in regards to the proposed City of Grove Golf Course. Lay strongly urged that the Council progress forward with the City Golf Course project once giving it thorough consideration.

Mr. Dave Helms addressed the Council to report that he felt like the City of Grove has other higher priorities that need to be met prior to purchasing a golf course. 

Trumbull made the motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Kock made the motion to approve the purchase order register. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis made the motion to approve the scheduling of April 16-20, 2012 for the Annual City of Grove Spring clean-up week. Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Dyer made the motion to approve a Resolution amending Fiscal Year 2011-2012 Budget. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to the Official Nomination Form for the Board of Trustees of the Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group. Johnson reported that he has reviewed the nomination form, and had no recommendation for the Council. Johnson indicated that it was not necessary for the Council to respond to this form if they desire to take no action on this agenda item. No action was taken from the Council. 

Bray made the motion to approve an Ordinance relating to Part 11, Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs; Chapter 4, Cemeteries, Amending Section 11-413 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Grove, Oklahoma, repealing all Ordinances in conflict herewith and declaring an effective date. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Kock made the motion to approve an Ordinance amending Ordinance #554 by adding Streets in Section I & II of the Amended Public Golf Cart Designated Route Map which is included in Part 15, Chapter 2, Section 15-217D of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Grove, State of Oklahoma, and is attached hereto; and declaring an emergency.  Seconded by Follis. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

WARD REPORTS:

Trumbull commended Mr. Jason Alfaro for the hard work he displayed on getting donations for the ‘Frisbee Golf Course’ to be located at the Grove Springs Park.

Dyer asked for an update on the North Highway 59 reconstruction project. Johnson reported that the Oklahoma Department of Transportation has to restructure approximately eight (8) driveway areas, and complete some Storm Water Drainage projects. Bower added that they have 60 days from the date of Notice to Proceed which was given on 02-06-12. 

At 6:30 PM Dyer made the motion for the Council to recess into Executive Session for the following described items:

1. Discussion And / Or Action To Recess Into Executive Session For The Purpose Of Discussing Negotiations Concerning Employees And Representatives Of Employees Groups As Authorized By Title 25 O.S. § 307.B.2 – Fraternal Order of Police, Grand Lake Lodge #171.
1. Discussion And / Or Action To Recess Into Executive Session For The Purpose Of Discussing the Purchase or Appraisal or Real Property as Authorized by Title 25 O.S. § 307.B.3 – Cherokee Grove Golf Club, Inc.

Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

At 7:37 PM Kock made the motion for the Council to come out of Executive Session with no action taken. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to Item E.1 from Executive Session. No action taken.

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to Item E.2 from Executive Session. Follis reported that the Council recently discovered additional facts about the Cherokee Grove Golf Course project, and asked Attorney Brandon Watkins to elaborate on those discoveries. Watkins reported that there are a couple of actions pending in District Court of Delaware County in regards to the individual owner and the Corporation of Cherokee Grove Inc. Watkins added that there is also a Journal Entry of Judgment that was recently filed in January 2012, and as of right now it appears to be a legal cloud over the entitlement of that property. Therefore, based on that information it would not legally be a sound call for the City to advance with that project. Kock reported that it was his understanding that due to the economic standing, it would not be a good investment for all citizens of this City.  Bray added that as of this time, the City has no extra monies to spend, and that the City Staff is trying to do the best it can do to meet each department demands. Dyer added that he agrees with all of the comments presented, and added that information was provided by a poll from several different cities in the area which concluded that every city polled subsidized their Municipal Golf Course to a tune of approximately $200,000 per year. Follis concurred with his Council Members, and added that the City would have to come up with the funding for debt services, operation cost and employees payroll expenses. Kock made the motion to authorize the City Manager to discontinue any future negotiations in regards to the purchase of the Cherokee Grove Golf Course. Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

At 7:47 PM Kock made the motion to adjourn. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None.  Motion carried.
