REGULAR MEETING
TUESDAY, MAY 19, 2015

The Grove Municipal Services Authority met in regular session on Tuesday, May 19, 2015 at 4:30 PM with Chairman, Robert Plunk presiding. Members present were Bill Dyer, Berwin Kock, Kenneth Fitch and Don Nielsen. Also present was General Manager, Bill Keefer; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; Public Works Director, Jack Bower; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred; Assistant General Manager, Debbie Bottoroff and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
Bower introduced to the Board GMSA’s new Utility Superintendent, Derrick Douthit.
Dyer made the motion to approve minutes from the previous meeting. Seconded by Fitch. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Dyer made the motion to approve the purchase order register. Seconded by Kock. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Nielsen made the motion to approve a GMSA Work Session for Thursday, May 28th at 1:30 PM to review and discuss the proposed 2015/2016 Budget. Seconded by Dyer.  AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Plunk opened the floor for discussion with respect to a request from the Grove Municipal Airport to waive utility fees for the new terminal building per GMSA Resolution # 14-001. Keefer reported that the Staff has received a formal request from the Grove Municipal Airport that the charges providing water, sewer and gas utility service fees for their new terminal building located at 28770 S 630 Road be waived in accordance to GNSA Resolution #14-001. Dyer made the motion to approve the request from the Grove Municipal Airport as presented. Seconded by Nielsen.   AYE: Dyer, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. Kock recused himself.  NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Plunk opened the floor for discussion with respect to approval of an Engineering Services Agreement with Rose & McCrary. Keefer reported that this agreement with Rose & McCrary is for revisions to plans for a water, and a storm water inlet as part of the Downtown Streetscape Project Phase II. Dyer made the motion to approve the Engineering Service Agreement with Rose & McCrary as presented. Seconded by Kock. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Plunk opened the floor for discussion with respect to approval of an agreement with Precision Leasing Company allowing construction of a breezeway over a sanitary sewer line. Keefer reported that the Staff has received a request from Precision Leasing Company allowing the construction of a breezeway over a utility easement in which a sanitary sewer line is located. The purpose of the breezeway is to connect the main building to a new stand along building that will house several new machines. Keefer noted that the encased section of the sewer line would extend at least six feet beyond the sides of the breezeway. All costs associated with the concrete encasement would be paid for by Precision with the improvements to be inspected by GMSA. In addition, GNSA would have the right to remove the breezeway to access the sewer line for repairs or replacement. Precision will waive any claims to damage to the3 breezeway caused by repair or maintenance associated with the sewer line. Fitch made the motion to approve the request agreement with Precision Leasing Company allowing construction of a breezeway over the GMSA sanitary sewer line. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Plunk then opened the floor for discussion with respect to a request from Pride Plating to waive a fee to upgrade a gas meter for their facility. Keefer reported that per the GMSA policy the cost for a new meter is the difference of the value of the existing meter and the new meter along with a 25 % mark up to cover installation costs. The difference in the meter cost is $800 along with the 25% mark up of $200 for a total of $1,000. Keefer added that the Staff has received from Pride Plating to waive the fees associated with changing out their existing gas meter with a larger one. Bower reported that they are changing out from a 2M to a 5M meter. Dyer made the motion to approve the request for fee waiver from Pride Plating for their meter upgrade. Seconded by Nielsen.  AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Fitch made the motion to approve a Resolution amending the 2014-2015 GMSA Capital Fund budget. Seconded by Nielsen. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
STAFF REPORTS: 
Keefer reported that the crews have been working on the replacement of the water line along Ski Street as well as along several other streets in that area. Bower reported that the crew found other water leaks that was approximately 3’ over from the existing water line in the ditch, Bower noted that the crews is replacing with new gas lines, hauling off the spoils and that they are tying in the service lines. 
Keefer added that GMSA has been notified by the Oklahoma Department of Transportation of a major project along Highway 10/59 South of Grove that will reconstruct a portion of the road to a super two lane with shoulders. The GMSA gas line that serves the City of Jay will be impacted by this project. 
TRUSTEES REPORT:
Nielsen reported that the residents along Sycamore Street a very happy with the street sweeper.
