REGULAR MEETING
TUESDAY, JULY 1, 2014

The Grove City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, July 1, 2014 at 6:00 PM with Mayor Marty Follis presiding. Members present were Ed Trumbull, Don Nielsen and Ivan Devitt. Member Marty Dyer was absent. Also present was City Manager, Bill Keefer; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; Assistant City Manager, Debbie Bottoroff; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred; Public Works Director, Jack Bower and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Zella Tapp – 120 North Hazel Street addressed the Council to respectfully ask about the placement of Public Shelter in the Grove area. Tapp announced that several years ago the First Baptist Church & the Public Service facility were the place to go during severe tornado weather. Tapp indicated she has no place to seek shelter in the event of a tornado. Devitt mentioned that the First Baptist Church opens its doors at time. Keefer responded to Tapp’s concerns by saying that the opening and closing of these private facilities for such an event causes a huge responsibility and liability concern for the individual entities.     

Follis opened the floor for presentation of plaque and Certificate of Appreciation from the Mayor and Council to Employee of the Quarter – GMSA & City Personnel Team who worked so diligently with Crossland Construction to resolve the water intake structure emergency situation.

Follis then opened the floor for presentation of an Oklahoma Clean Community Award to the City of Grove from the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality. The Council heard recognition from the following individuals:

Nielsen made the motion to approve the annual agreement with the Community Crisis Center, Inc. for domestic violence and sexual assault services for the City of Grove. Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Nielsen, Devitt and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried.

Trumbull made the motion to approve a Resolution amending the 2014/ 2015 City Capital Budget for the Airport terminal road project. Seconded by Nielsen.  AYE: Trumbull, Nielsen, Devitt and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried.

CITY MANAGERS REPORT:

Follis remarked on the report by the City Manager that the Oklahoma Tax Commission will reimburse the City of Grove $12,500 through the Quality Event act for the FLW Rayovac Fishing Tournament that was held in early April 2014. Allred indicated that the City also has submitted documentation for two other tournaments that were held in April 2014. 

Bower addressed the floor with an update on the water intake structure project. Bower reported that a second pump has been set on the temporary dock to increase the water intake plus an additional barge has been placed for stability.
