REGULAR MEETING
TUESDAY, APRIL 3, 2012
6:00 PM


The Grove City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, April 3, 2012 at 6:00 PM with Mayor Marty Follis presiding. Members present were Ed Trumbull, Ileta Bray, Marty Dyer and Berwin Kock. Also present was City Manager, Bruce Johnson; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred; Public Works Director, Jack Bower and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard. Assistant City Manager, Debbie Bottoroff was absent.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Mr. Hal Molder – 1102 Lee Street addressed the Council to report of a continual animal (dog[s]) nuisance in his neighborhood. Molder reported that the dogs have been running at large on several occasions, and that he has contacted the Grove Police Department – Animal Control on each occurrence, and has signed complaints accordingly. Animal Control has picked the animals up, cited the owners respectfully, and returned the dog(s) back to the owners.  Molder reported that recently one of the neighborhood elderly man was walking along the road when he was attacked by one of the dogs, knocking the elderly man to the ground. Molder and one other gentleman in the neighborhood was there to fight the animal off the elderly man and assist him back home. Upon which time Molder asked the victim if he wanted to make contact with the Police Department, and the elderly man indicated that he did not want to cause any problems. A couple of days later, Molder went to check on his neighbor’s condition, and learned that he suffered a broken hip from the attack. Molder reported that the same animals are still roaming the neighborhood causing a nuisance all without any satisfaction from him reporting with the Grove Police Department, and from his most recent conversation with the City Manager, Bruce Johnson. Johnson reported that he has requested a copy of the reports from Molder. Molder indicated that he would be glad to supply that information to him. Johnson indicated that he would be glad to look into the matter, and report back his findings to the Council.

Bray made the motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Dyer abstained. Motion carried. 

Kock made the motion to approve the purchase order register. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis presented a plaque and Certificate of Appreciation to Employee of The Quarter – Jerry Bohannan.

Trumbull made the motion to approve a Resolution promoting and supporting Fair and Affordable Housing for the citizens of Grove, Oklahoma and the Proclamation attached thereto. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Bray made the motion to approve an agreement between the City of Grove, Oklahoma and Community Crisis Center, Inc. for a one year term commencing July 1, 2011 for a supporting amount of $9,500. Seconded by Kock.   AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

WARD REPORTS:

Follis asked for an update on the Harps project. Johnson reported that information in regards to this project has been sent out, and that two (2) new proposed tenants have been announced for Phase II of that project. 

Kock reported that he has received numerous calls in regards to the odor around the old sewer plant, and that it is a continual issue. Johnson reported that the he would research that problem, and would report his proposal to the GMSA Board.

Kock reported that in light of the recent new speed limit signs, it appears that the placement locations are uncertain.  Johnson indicated that project was recommended by the Police Department. Johnson reported that he would visit with Police Chief, Mark Morris in regards to that project, and would report back to the Council.
