GROVE CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
TUESDAY, MARCH 5, 2013
6:00 PM


The Grove City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, March 5, 2013 at 6:00 PM with Mayor Marty Follis presiding. Members present were Ed Trumbull, Ileta Bray, Marty Dyer and Berwin Kock. Also present was Acting City Manager, Debbie Bottoroff; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; Public Works Director, Jack Bower; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard.

Public Comments:

Ms. Imogene Davis addressed the Council to ask if it was ethical for City Council representatives to serve as Trustees on other Boards of the City. Attorney Watkins responded by saying that the Trust Indenture(s) of the GMSA/GEDA Board allows the City Council representatives to serve. However certain conditions may be stated in the indenture documents that should the City Council representative(s) loses its seat on the City Council than may also lose their seat on that Board as well.

Mr. Paul Dalke addressed the Board to question if all of the TIF funds have been expended on that project. City Treasurer, Lisa Allred responded by saying that first principal/interest payment will be from the ad valorem taxes, and that additional sales tax revenue will be generated from the businesses in the TIF district. 

Dalke then addressed the Council to ask about the qualifications for the City Managers positions. Bottoroff reported that the advertisement called for:
· A minimum of a Bachelor’s Degree (or equivalent experience) in public administration, business, government or similar fields, and
· At least five years of experience as a City Manager, Assistant City Manager or an equivalent position
· A Master’s Degree in public or business administration or advanced management training at senior executive programs
Follis presented a Certificate of Appreciation to the Grove Rotary for their dedicated work and participation they displayed to the City of Grove in regards to the recent BASSMASTER Classic. 
Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to presentation by Troy Helms regarding a Proclamation proclaiming Friday, March 15, 2013 as ‘Arbor Day’. Troy Helms addressed the City Council to request the approval of the Proclamation proclaiming Friday, March 15, 2013 as ‘Arbor Day’. Follis read the Proclamation in its entirety proclaiming March 15th as Arbor Day and urged all citizens to participate in the planting of trees.

Kock made the motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Seconded by Trumbull. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Dyer made the motion to approve the purchase order register. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Trumbull made the motion to approve a Resolution amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Budget. Seconded by Kock. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis made the motion to authorize the Staff to advertise for vacancy on the Planning and Zoning Commission. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis opened the floor for discussion regarding mobile homes regulations within the City of Grove. Bottoroff reported that the Staff is currently working on amending the City of Grove codes and zoning regulations regarding the location of mobile homes within the corporate limits. Staff is seeking directions from the Council and input from the public regarding the location of mobile homes in certain areas of the corporate limits. Kock strongly encouraged the Council and Staff to continue to move forward with this subject. Trumbull suggested that the Council and Staff address the placement of mobile homes along highway frontage.  Bray added that she would like to see some type of landscaping requirements for this project. The Council entertained questions, comments and concerns from the following individuals:

Bottoroff asked that the Council consider this subject for possible Public Hearing in the near future. No action was taken.

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to approval of Agreement for Professional Services with Garver, LLC for Engineering Services for the construction of new terminal building and parking lot on the west side of the Grove Municipal Airport. Airport Manager, Lisa Jewett addressed the Council to report that this is an agreement for professional services with Garver Engineering to include grant administration, design services, bidding and construction services at the Grove Municipal Airport for the new terminal building and parking lot project for a contract amount of $128,870. Jewett reported to the Council, Staff and participating audience the following proposed timeline for the proposed airport projects:

· Taxiway Bravo and West apron (OAC & FAA grants)
· West side access road & utilities (City/GMSA financing)
· Terminal Building & Parking Lot  (OAC grants)

Dyer made the motion to approve the Agreement for Professional Services with Garver, LLC. For engineering services for the construction of new terminal building and parking lot on the west side of the Grove Municipal Airport as presented and discussed. Seconded by Bray. Seconded by Dyer. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Kock made the motion to approve the denial of claim #33215-ME by claimant Walli Masterson upon recommendation from the Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group. Seconded by Trumbull.  AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to request from Staff for authorization to advertise for sealed bids to purchase playground equipment for placement at the City owned Kiwanis Park. Bottoroff reported that the renovation of the Kiwanis Park will begin in early spring. The City of Grove will purchase the playground equipment, and the Grove Rotary will install and reimburse the city for the cost of the equipment. Bray made the motion to authorize the Staff to solicit bids for the purchase of playground equipment for placement at the Kiwanis Park. Seconded by Dyer.   AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried. 

Follis opened the floor for discussion with respect to offer received from Jim Talbot to purchase the following legally described property:

LEGAL DESCRIPTION:
A Section of the West 75 Feet of Lot 1, Block 14, Original Town of Grove, Delaware County, State of Oklahoma.

Bottoroff reported that the City of Grove advertised for sealed bids regarding the sale of a 30’ strip of land owned by the City along the West side of North Cherokee at 3rd Street. No bids were received. Mr. Jim Talbot presented an offer to purchase the described property for $1,500. Upon visiting with Attorney Watkins he would prepare a Quit Claim and any other necessary documents required to transfer the ownership of the property to Mr. Talbot. Trumbull made the motion to approve the offer as received by Jim Talbot to purchase the above-mentioned legally described property. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Dyer abstained. Motion carried.

ACTING CITY MANAGERS REPORT:
Bottoroff reported that the Wolf Creek Park is being utilized greatly. That facility is hosting two tournaments this weekend:
· one is a 200 boat tournament, and 
· the other is a 175 boat tournament. 
There are other tournaments scheduled for April, June and July. The one scheduled for June will also host a car show in conjunction with their event. The City of Grove will host their 4th of July Firework celebration at that site, and the City has made application to GRDA to discharge the fireworks from the water. 

Bottoroff announced that she met with County Commissioner, Doug Smith to learn that there is a recycling convenience center located out at the Grove Industrial Park for the public awareness.  

Bottoroff noted that the Grove Municipal Services Authority is on the agenda with the Oklahoma Water Resource Board for Tuesday, October 19th in regards to the Phase III Water Treatment Plant expansion funding. Therefore; that should be forthcoming to the City Council in the near future. 

Bottoroff presented and discussed with the Council a copy of the Administrative Hearing Schedule for March 14, 2013 in regards to proposed dilapidated buildings. The City has sent out letters to eleven property owners advising them of their dilapidated / unsafe structures. During the hearing it if the property owners indicate that they want to demolish the property it may be done in part by utilizing the fire department as a training exercise.

Bottoroff mentioned that the City has been getting calls from the public inquiring on the purchase of the ‘BASSMASTER Classic’ banners that are on display around the City. Bottoroff noted that she has visited with Attorney Watkins, and he has indicated that they are city property therefore; they would have to be declared surplus.

WARD REPORTS:

Follis reported that the Rotary Park construction project should start around May 16th for a total project cost of approximately $160,000.

Bray asked for an update on the ‘Frisbee Park’. Bottoroff reported that the baskets have been delivered to Tulsa to be powder coating, and the Staff is hoping to have them installed and ready to go by the first of May. Trumbull noted that the powder coating will not be an additional cost to the City that an individual came forth and donated that to the City. The individual wished to remain anonymous.  

Dyer indicated that the BASSMASTER Classic was good exposure to the City of Grove. 

Dyer expressed thanks to the attending audience for their participation on various topics to the agenda.

At 7:35 PM Kock made the motion to adjourn. Seconded by Bray. AYE: Trumbull, Bray, Dyer, Kock and Follis. NAY: None. Motion carried.
