YARD DEBRIS MUST BE PROPERLY 
BUNDLED OR BAGGED  

OR IT WILL NOT BE PICKED UP 
GRASS CLIPPINGS/LEAVES must be bagged. 

OTHER YARD DEBRIS must be bundled and tied with 
degradable string or twine.  Bundles will be limited to a 
maximum size of two (2) feet by two (2) feet by four 
(4) feet in dimension. Materials larger than four (4) 
inches in diameter or four (4) feet in length are 
excluded.     

OTHER ITEMS EXCLUDED FROM PICK UP 
Tires – Batteries – Motor Oil – Paint products such 
as paint, varnish, thinner, etc. 
Crews are not allowed to go onto private property to collect 
trash and debris, all items must be placed along the street in 
the city’s right-of-way.
