SAFETY SENSITIVE POSITION  

This position is a ‘Safety Sensitive’ position as defined by the United States Department of 
Transportation and alcohol testing regulations, the Oklahoma Standards for Workplace Drug and Alcohol 
Testing Act and/or Oklahoma Medical Marijuana laws.  As a “Safety Sensitive” classification, you will be 
subject to drug and alcohol testing, including random testing.  Marijuana is one of the substances 
included in the drug panel screening.  Possession of a Medical Marijuana License will not excuse you 
from the testing process, or the consequences of testing positive for marijuana.   

 Required to possess CDL or equivalent federal/state license as part of job duties; 

 Handling, packaging, processing, storage, disposal or transport of hazardous materials; 
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 Operation of motor vehicles, other vehicles, equipment, machinery and power tools; 

 Repairing, maintaining or monitoring the performance or operation of any equipment, 
machinery, the malfunction or disruption of which could result in injury or property damage.
