[bookmark: _GoBack]The Grove Municipal Services Authority met in regular session on Tuesday, June 16, 2015 at 4:30 PM with Chairman Robert Plunk presiding. Members present were Bill Dyer, Berwin Kock, Kenneth Fitch and Don Nielsen. Also present was General Manager, Bill Keefer; Attorney, Brandon Watkins; Public Works Director, Jack Bower; City Treasurer, Lisa Allred; Assistant General Manager, Debbie Bottoroff and City Clerk, Bonnie Buzzard.
Dyer made the motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting. Seconded by Fitch. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Kock made the motion to approve the minutes from the 05-28-15 special meeting.  Seconded by Nielsen. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Dyer made the motion to approve the purchase order register. Seconded by Fitch. AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Kock made the motion to approve a Resolution amending the 2014-2015 GMSA Capital Fund Budget. Seconded by Dyer.  AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
Kock made the motion to authorize the Staff to take proposals for purchasing card services from local banking institutions. Seconded by Dyer.   AYE: Dyer, Kock, Fitch, Nielsen and Plunk. NAY: None. Motion carried. 
REPORTS FROM STAFF:
Keefer reported that the Staff recently met with representatives of OMAG to review and discuss workplace safety. The primary topic centered on developing an ongoing safety program for our employees and determining what assistance OMAG can provide with safety training, education, etc. The training program that OMAG has provided in the past falls way short of what needs to be in place to adequately serve our needs. Keefer added that the new GMSA Utilities Superintendent – Derric Douhit brought with him a strong workplace safety background which we plan to use and build upon for each department. This will include providing each employee with the correct personal protection equipment (PPE) and training on how and when to use that equipment, training staff to serve as the “competent person” for various safety tasks such as confined space entry, trenching, etc. and providing hands on safety training for such things as confined space entry and trenching. 
Bower reported that all of the resident along Ski Street has been switched over and that the Street department is conducting the street repairs.
Bower reported that GMSA received a letter of resignation from Water / Waste Water Superintendent, Steven Sears effective the end of June. 
Jack noted that he will place the most recent DEQ water loss audit in the next GMSA packet for review. 
REPORT FROM TRUSTEES:
Dyer reported that in regards to the recent water loss percentage, he felt like the Staff should highly concentrate on the Industrial Park area.
Kock reported that he noticed in the recent City Council minutes the action taken in regards to the City Manager’s contract which states that he will also serve as the General Manager for GMSA. Kock questioned the approving process of the contract, and as to why GMSA wasn’t made a part of that process. Keefer discussed this in detail with the Board. Kock mentioned that he was in favor of Bill Keefer as General Manger, but was just confused on the process pattern on how the contract gets approved. 
Fitch asked for an update on the North Cherokee utility relocating project. Keefer reported that they are waiting on the new budget year for Delaware County to start.
Plunk asked for an update on the south Highway 59 expansion project. Bower reported that all of the easement were sent out last Friday.
