The Grove Planning and Zoning Commission met in special session on Monday, May 18, 2015 at 3:00 PM with Chairman, Dave Claggett presiding. Kimley-Horn addressed the Board to report that the proposed project location is 2121 S Main Street (the old Taco Mayo facility). The plan is to demolish the current facility and construct a 7,141 square foot building area. The facility will consist of 31 total parking spaces with a two entrances from Main Street and Wal-Mart Place. Heinen reported that they are still negotiating with Wal-Mart to secure the proper contract for ingress/egress from Wal-Mart Place. Heinen added that the proposed monument sign location has been relocated to the other side of the front entrance along the grassy landscape area. Heinen entertained questions, comments and concerns from the Board and Staff. Simmons made the motion to approve the site plan application as presented and discussed for AutoZone contingent upon all legality from Wal-Mart. Seconded by Hulse.
